Comments
I am very satisfied with the quality of the discussion during the lectures, I also learned a lot. However, the significance of the course, if any, will be materialized later when you are reading other papers, and writing your own papers. I hope that you maintain your critical attitude (in a healthy way, still) toward new exited technologies and applications.
Because the results did not include any written material, it seems that the amount of work were quite limited. Thus the volume of the course is 2 credits (2 opintoviikkoa). If someone is willing to write a critical scientific paper about a topic related to communication networks or services, and use the course content, the author may get more credits.  

Examination
The papers to be analyzed in the examination were perhaps too easy, that is, easy to criticize, particularly the paper about mobile musical. In general, most of the answers provided enough material for appropriate critic; what was often lacking was (a) systematic approach, and (b) contrast between more and less important issues. Furthermore, an important target of any criticism is to identify what is valuable, not only to find all invalid or worthless things. However, I have to admit that the lectures did not appropriately stress these issues. 
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
